bio- and circular economy challenges in cross-cutting
sectors groups and make use of the tools of bio- and
circular economy development and methods as

part of the innovation process. You will also have a
basic understanding of service/product design and
commercialisation.

HOW?

The course consists of lectures, participation in the
CircularBio Innovations Hackathon and group work.
The lecture topics include circular economy, service
design, commercialisation, innovations and more.

The Hackathon part of the course is implemented
as an eight-day event 4.-11.4.2022 with lectures,
coaching and group work between 15:00 and
18:00 (EEST), also during the weekend. You will
receive coaching and guidance throughout the
process from our working life partners and staff
members from the organising universities and our
partner universities.
